of the woods. They had hehind them a 
splendid record of accoll1plislnllcllt wilh 
such slIccessful Call1ll.1ig'IIS as "Say it 
wilh F 'owen;," the laundrymen's, Iht· car­
bonated bc\'craJ:::cs. and a IltltTlhcr of 
others, and it seemed to tile th at they 
were eminently fitted to do the job for 
us or rather with us. 

t was very glad, therefore, when the 
directors, after hea ring the representa­
tives of both agencies, decided unani­
mously to sign a preliminary contrnct 
with the Millis comp.llly and the contract 
was there signed which started us on our 
way. 

That conlract outlined the basis on 
which we would operate with the agency 
in case afte r a period of ro days in which 
they were to make a suney of the situa· 
tion in our industry and wilh the con­
sumer with respect to our prOllucls, we 
would proceed acrording to their n~com­
mendations. 

The Millis company immediately sel 
out to find ou l what it could about the 
macaroni industry. its products, its meth­
od of doing business, and particularly 
how much acceptance macaroni I)roducts 
had with the American public. The re­
sult of that survey was the yellow booklet, 
"~facaroni and the Daily Menu," with 
which you are all fal11i1i:!.r. 

It has been sailt th:!.t the survey waS 
superficial alld not hro.ld ('nough, and so 
it was. nu: after all it told an interest­
ing and important story in a very few 
words; that in the a \'ernge American 
home our products taken jointly were 
heing served less Ihan Iwice each month 
and Ihat the avuaJ:1! American woman in 
charge of a home knew less than 2 ways 
in which these products could be served. 
It succeedcd in doing 2 Ihings: firsl. in 
convincing the ex~rienced Millis organ­
ization that macaroni, sp.lghetti and egg 
noodles were advertisahle fnod products 
with a future, and second, it crystalliled 
thought in the industry by putting into 
cold lylX' r;Icts and ligures which all of 
us knew perfectly well but had never 
thought enough about. 

As the surve,' neared its end and 
'~med to point definitely in the direction 

we have since taken. the question arose 
as to what part in a camp.lign, if there 
was to he one, our old frieods the Durum 
Millers would take. There was only one 
way 10 ftod out and that was to go to 
them with the facts which we hiUI that 
far galhered. Consequently. Mr. Tha­
rinJ.:cr, Mr. Pettinger and I set nut for 
"linlleapolis the day after Olrislnms. 
We met the next day the heads of the

nroni industry with the bulk of its ra .... 
material. They li stened patiently to our 
story, seemed interested, asked a question 
or two :111<1 were noncommittal. We pu r­
posely refrained from naming any 
amount as our idea of their contribution, 
hilt at the luncheon which followed th e 
meeting and on direct question we gave it 
as our opinion that the interests of the 
millers and those of the manufacturers 
were identical and equal and that if th ere 
was to he a camp..1.ign the millers should 
match the manufacturers dollar (or dol­
lar. We had already Solid Ihnt the mnnu­
facturers would not undert:l.ke a cam­
p.lign except for a 40year period and we 
all felt that a minimum fund should be 
$100,000 per year. 

We returned to Olicago, the millers 
met again. and shortly we received a let­
ter from their agenc), offering on the 
part of thilt group to contribute $100,<XXl 
per year for 4 years provided the manu­
facturers would contribute a like amount. 
hut with other conditions and qualifica. 
tions Ihat we could not accept. We 
wcnt again to Minneapolis, spent '2 days 
interviewi ng indh'iduals :l11d trying our 
ora tory on thf:m in meeting, and again 
returned to Chicago. Then there were 
long distance telephone com'ersalions 
which mn into much good money, tele­
grams which ta ~~d Weslern Union facili­
ties, and correspondence by the rtam. Oh­
viously thue was i1 sincere detennination 
on both sides 10 put the thing over if it 
was humanl)" possible, hut there: were 
11\.1n)' tedmical difficulties inherent in thc 
situat i(lfl which had to he strnigillenl!d 
out. 

To make a \'ery long story shari, ilnd 
to eliminate hours and hours or consulta­
tion with attorneys without end, the mal­
ter was finally settled as you aU know, by 
the offer 10 contribute $100,000 per year 
lor 4 years. or a total of $400,(XX) against 
the manufacturers' $500,<XXl. 

In the meantime the directors o r the 
association met in New York :md put in 
2 days which I am sure will long be re­
lIll"ml>ered by those privileged to be pres­
enl.
